· Sight, sound, comfort

Unplanned teaching

Almost all lessons are somewhat unpredictable. In fact, I would say that if you do not vary your lesson plan in your delivery, you are probably not paying enough attention to the constantly changing dynamics of the adult classroom. Remember the points made by Graves (2000) about flexible lesson and curriculum planning in the earlier handout. Brown (2000) stresses the need for poise (remaining calm, assessing the situation, modifying the lesson and moving on).
