
UNIT PLAN:  SOCIETY AND IDENTITY

GOALS FOR THE UNIT: 

· To teach students the vocabulary of the Social Studies content as pertain the unit ‘Society and Identity’. 

· To facilitate the development of the language skills of reading, writing, listening and speaking via the Social Studies content.
RATIONALE/ BACKGROUND INFORMATION: 

XXXXX Secondary is a semester based school where students do the same four blocks/subjects per day per semester. Each block is 70 minutes in duration. February will be the start of the semester two and therefore I have yet to meet my students. It is expected that there will be twenty students in this class and that most of the students will be immigrants from China and Taiwan. This is a class that should be comprised of ESL students from grades 8 to 11.  ESL is taught within the content area with a focus on communicative competence. Each class incorporates aspects of reading, writing, listening and speaking. The related content area for this class is Social Studies. The school uses the SmartReading approach and aspects of this shall be used to guide the development of the lessons within this unit.

LESSON I: 

Topic: THE FIRST CANADIANS
___________________________________________________________________________________
Goal:
SWBAT describe what it means to be Canadian with reference to geography, history, government, people and language with particular focus on the First Nations people for this lesson. 

Text: 

My Country, Our History by Allan D. Hux, et al.

Time:

70 minutes (all times are approximate)

MEASURABLE LINGUISTIC OBJECTIVES
Linguistic: 
SWBAT define and discuss given vocabulary items; use the vocabulary items to predict and make associations; 

Discoursal:
SWBAT identify main ideas; within small groups, create a main ideas map about who the first people to live in Canada were and their importance to the Canadian society.

Socio-

Cultural:
SWBAT discuss and describe the importance and value of the cultural heritage of the First Nations people to the Canadian society.

Strategic:
SWBAT work/cooperate with others to explore ideas and to accomplish pair/group work goals.

MATERIALS:
Overhead projector, transparency with vocabulary items, display sheet and markers.

LESSON PROCEDURE
Activity 1 (Individual): Silent Reading






[5 min]

After entering class, students will silent read. During this time, attendance will be taken. Towards the end of this activity, students make entries in their reading logs. 

Activity 2 (Group): Vocabulary 







[10 min]

Students within small groups will find the meanings of vocabulary items taken from the story. Teacher will have a copy of the items on transparency and will ask each group to share their definitions. Responses will be compared with that on the transparency. Students will be asked to write the definitions to the words they were not assigned.

Activity 3 (Pair Work: Think-Pair-Share): Predicting 




[5 min]

Using the vocabulary items, students will be asked to discuss within their pairs possible predictions. Students will be asked to share their predictions with the class.

Activity 4 (Pair Work: Think-Pair-Share/Whole Class): Reading in Chunks 

[15 min]

Teacher will read the passage in chunks. Each chunk separated by periods (2 minutes) of pairs talking and/or writing about or drawing images evoked through the use of the SmartThinking tool of ‘Partner Picture Talk’.  Teacher will distribute period pictures (taken from the text and other sources) and artefacts of First Nations people. Teacher will guide a whole class discussion around these pictures/artefacts - pairs will then randomly be called upon to share their imagery piece(s) and say how close their prediction in Activity 3 came to the information presented in the text. The pair(s) with the closest prediction(s) will be given a prize.

Activity 5(Whole Class): Mini Lecture on Main Ideas




[10 min]

Teacher will present a 10 minutes mini-lecture on main ideas and how to identify them through the use of topic sentences.

Activity 6 (Group Work): Share Square Ideas Map





[25 min]

Students will within groups of fours, discuss and create a main ideas map about who the first people to live in Canada were and their importance to the Canadian society. Students will make a 3 minute oral presentation of their findings.  

FOLLOW-UP LESSON:
SWBAT identify and use simple and compound sentences in paragraphs that they have read or in developing their own paragraphs.

ASSESSMENT/EVALUATION

Student (Formative): 
Throughout the class, teacher will use questioning and observation to check for understanding.

Student (Summative): Oral presentations will be measured against a 'Not yet within expectation'/'Meets expectation' rubric. A checklist will be used that lists the measurable objectives for each student. 

Self: 
Teacher will evaluate formative observations and summative assessment results to determine lesson success and to plan for follow on lesson(s). On a hard copy of the lesson plan, the teacher will note how things could have been improved during the lesson.
